What is a primary election?

• When the members of a political party vote to choose who will 
represent their party in the General Election

• Why would members of a political party NOT want more than one 
person from their party to run in a general election?

• Often times, only one candidate from a party decides to run or has so 
much support within the party that there is no primary. Charles 
Lavine (Democrat) and Elaine Phillips (Republican) are not running in 
a primary.  They already have their respective party’s support.

• General Election is held in November (first Tuesday after first 
Monday)
